	 4.	 Classes for Juniors will be limited to riders who have not reached their
		  18th birthday prior to Dec. 1 of the previous year.
	 5.	 No martingales permitted in under saddle classes.
	 6.	 Schooling will be permitted until 7:45 a.m. and where noted in the schedule.
	 7.	 Refreshments will be available on show grounds.
	 8.	 Dogs must be leashed.
	 9.	 Six ribbons in all classes, Champion and Reserve in each division.
	10.	 A negative coggins is required. Current within 1 year.
	11.	 A costume class will be held during the October show.
